If your program or project idea
serves K-12 youth in Dane County
Youth must be included in the
project planning, proposal writing,
and project implementation
Youth applicants, non-profit
organizations, and schools can
request up to $3,000

Mental Health, Food Security,
Positive Experiences Inside & Outside
of School, Immigration, Sexual
Assault, and Climate Change
